The Peoleo hotel complex may be considered unique for its location - a really nice 
hotel, cosy restaurant and modern conference centre are only 15-20 minutes drive 
away from the city centre (15 minutes from the Congress venue) but still away from 
the city rush. Each room has a shower and WC, direct-dial phone and air-
conditioning. The whole hotel (53 rooms) has been reserved for  the Congress 
par ticipants. Free buses for participants to reach the Congress venue in every 
morning and the hotel - every evening. 

Large parking facilities. Ideal for those who are coming with own car/minibus. Public 
transport (buses) to the city centre (1 Euro), ~5 Euro by taxi.

Hotel Hermes is situated in the same building with the Congress venue, 5 kilometres 
from the city centre in a beautiful pine forest. The distance to the airport is 8 
kilometres and to the port – 6 kilometres. City busses, stopping next to the hotel, 
provide comfortable and fast transport to the city centre.  
 
Safe, cosy, comfortable rooms await you at the hotel Hermes. The rooms are in a 10-
story building erected in 1979, which has been renovated. All rooms (45) in the hotel 
have been pre-booked for  the Congress par ticipants. All the rooms are supplied 
with a telephone, TV, shower, WC. The hotel has special rooms for non-smokers and 
disabled persons. The room price includes a buffet breakfast and use of the sauna in 
the morning.

However, free transport to the Congress venue is not 
guaranteed at this moment. You can reach the Hermes conference centre by public 
transport or taxi (~ 6 Euro). 
 



 

Hotel Stroomi is located just 250 meters away from the picturesque sea beach. The 
airport lies 8 km away from the hotel, the passenger port 4,5 km, the railway station 
and the old town 3,5 km away. The nearest bus stop Randla is 30 m away, with all the 
buses (no. 3, 40, 48) arriving to the city centre within 15-20 minutes.  

The rooms in hotel Stroomi are of different distinctive styles, all of them though being 
equally guest-friendly. All rooms are equipped with WC, shower, TV (SAT-TV) and 
telephone. There is a separate floor for non-smokers and special rooms for allergic 
people. The buffet breakfast and morning sauna are included in the room price.
